Our chapter consistently has a GPA greater than the all - fraternity and 

all -menôs averages and were ranked #6 out of the 30 fraternities with 

a 3.1 GPA in the spring of 2010.  

 

Retention ðGreek students have an 11% higher chance of graduat-

ing from RPI than non -Greek students (89% vs. 78%).
